1, from the Psalms and gives praise to the 
Lord in grateful devotion and lay all our 
praise and adoration at his feet with joy.

Stanza 2 praises God for his protection 
throughout our lives.  Isn't it wonderful that 
He will never fail us nor forsake us?  In 
Hebrews 13:5, we are also assured of this 
promise. 

 

Stanza 3 praises God and declares that 
the Lord will be beside us and will guide 
us all the way. 

  "For this God is our God for ever and 
ever:  he will be our guide even unto 
death.  Psalm 48: 14 
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Our hymn in November is a hymn for 
Thanksgiving, listed under the heading 
"Stewardship."  It is "We Praise You, O 
God" LSB #785.  It was written by Julia 
B. Cory (1882-1963), who was born in 
New York, NY to a prominent New York 
architect, J. Cleveland Cady.  Her par-
ents were very active members of the 
Presbyterian church.  Her father was an 
amateur hymnologist.  Because of his 
influence, Julia began to write hymns at 
an early age.       In 1911, she married 
Robert Haskell Cory. 

  
Julia was asked to write a hymn for 
Thanksgiving to the tune of "Kremser," 
which was the tune to the well-known 
hymn, "We Gather Together."  The new 
hymn was first sung at Thanksgiving Day 
services in 1902 at the Brick Presbyte-
rian Church and Church of the Covenant, 
both in New York City.   It was first pub-
lished in Hymns of the Living Church in 
1910, and is used in hymnals throughout 
the world.  LSB does not have the old 
hymn, but has replaced it with the Cory 
words.

This hymn is based on Psalm 107, 
Psalm 44:,and Psalm 957.  

   "Oh that men would praise the Lord for 
his goodness, and for his wonderful 
works to the children of men! Let them 
exalt him also in the congregation of the 
people, and praise him in the assembly 
of the elders.
