“…If Christ has not been raised, your faith is worthless; you are still in your sins. 
Then those who have fallen asleep in Christ have perished. If we have hoped in 
Christ in this life only, we are of all men most to be pitied. But now Christ has been 
raised from the dead, and the first fruits of those who are asleep.” (I Cor. 15:16-20) 
 
When the former Soviet leader Leonid Brezhnev was buried, he had represented an atheistic 
government which persecuted to death tens of millions (mostly Christians) who believed in 
God. That is why the actions of his wife at his funeral are worth retelling. She stood 
motionless by the coffin until seconds before it was closed. Then, just as the soldiers touched 
the lid, Brezhnev’s wife performed and act o great courage and hope, a gesture that must 
surely rank as one of the most profound acts of civil disobedience ever committed: She 
reached down and made the sign of the cross on her husband’s chest. There in the citadel of 
secular, atheistic power, the wife of the man who had run the Soviet Union, believed that her 
husband was wrong. She hoped that there was another life, and that that life was best 
represented by Jesus who died on the cross and rose from the grave. In defiance to official 
Soviet policy, Brezhnev’s wife, still hoped that this same Jesus might yet have mercy on her 
husband. 
 

All who believe in Christ as their Redeemer hope for 
redemption and salvation by Him. But if there is no 
resurrection, their hope in Him must be limited to this life. 
The Soviets, atheists and unbelievers of this world would 
then be right, “Eat, drink and be merry for tomorrow you 
die.” If Christ did not rise from the dead, then we shouldn’t 

waste a single moment in this life believing in a deity of any kind or in 
an after-life. We should cast-aside all notions of morality – of right and 

wrong. Instead, we should grab whatever happiness, self gratification, and other worldly 
pleasures that we can.  
 
But Paul’s word, “IF,” looms large over this entire line of reasoning. The truth is that Christ is 
not dead, but alive! The grave could not hold Him; “Death has lost its sting.” The verdict on 
the first Easter morning by the angels was, “Why do you seek the living among the dead? 
Jesus is not here (in the tomb), He is arisen.” 
 
The solemnity of our Lenten worship is always overshadowed by the sheer joy of the glorious 
truth of Christ’s resurrection. Satan’s attempt to hide this truth is still found in governments 
and political parties today who continue to attack Christians as if believing in the “Risen 
Christ” were the worst thing imaginable. The hysterical rants of pseudo-scientists against 
Jesus Christ and His holy Church will be forever stamped on their eternal souls as a 
reminder to them of the resurrection reality.  
 
Today, as Jesus Christ lives in our hearts and minds and stands before us, we are bold to 
make the sign of the cross and say, “In the Name of the Father, and the Son, and the Holy 
Spirit.” We make the sign of the cross to all who would deny His holy Name. We make the 
sign of the cross to a world in rejection of His saving mercies. We make the sign of the cross 
to friends, relatives, co-workers, politicians, writers, T.V. commentators, Hollywood Movie 
Stars – any and all who deny the resurrection of Jesus Christ. 
 
We are assured by Jesus, “Because I live, you too will live.” In the risen Christ is our eternal 
life.

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                          QUESTION   VOLUNTEERS 
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 Located in Edgewater it is a  place where friends, family and neighbors can 
gather together and enjoy each other’s company. Local materials and tradesmen 
were used in the design and construction. We rescued some interesting 
architectural objects and furniture; the marble bar top and back bar cornice, as 
well as most of the doors came from the old Columbia Bank building at Colfax & 
Wadsworth. The booths are pews from the Synagogue at 17th & Gaylord, while 
 the chairs previously saw duty in the libraries and courtrooms of the City of Denver.

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Joe Broscheit, Eady Broscheit and Judy Kugler were 
among 839 pastors and church leaders at a Stephen 
Series Leader’s Training Course in Orlando, Florida in 
January. 
 
We came from across the U.S. and from dozens of 
denominations, yet we were united in mission: learning 
how to bring Jesus’ love and care to hurting people. 
 
The fast-paced weeklong course began on Sunday 
evening, and concluded the following Saturday at 
noon. 
 
There’s so much to absorb during the week. But 
everything is so well organized and presented that it 
makes it possible to keep up. And the 3,000-page 
Leaders’ Manual we received at the conference steps 
us through the entire system. 
 
Stephen Leaders direct Stephen Ministry in the 
congregation. They are the ones who recruit, select, 
train and supervise Stephen Ministers, and they locate 
people with needs for care and match them with a 
Stephen Minister. They also build awareness regarding 
Stephen Ministry in the congregation. 

The training at an LTC differs from the 50 hours of 
Stephen Minister training in the congregation because 
the LTC focuses on the administrative and supervisory 
aspects of Stephen Ministry. The Stephen Minister 
training we offered here at Wheat Ridge Lutheran 
focused on the actual caregiving skills Stephen 
Ministers will use in their caring relationships. 
 
Joe, Eady and Judy are looking to the future of training 
another class of Stephen Ministers.
