The hymn for this month is one which the congregation has sung several times. At
the Concordia Workshop last summer, it was suggested to use a new hymn on sev-
eral Sundays in order to learn it better. Our hymn is “Splendor and Honor” #950 LSB,
under the heading of “Liturgical Music.” The author is Carl P. Daw, Jr. (1944 - )
who was born in Louisville, Kentucky, the son of a Baptist minister, who served Bap-
tist congregations in Tennessee. He is an Episcopal minister, and the Executive Di-
rector of The Hymn Society in the United States and Canada.” Four of his hymns are
in LSB -- #600, #678, #891, and #950.

The tune was written by K. Lee Scott (1950 - ), and is called “Shade Mountain.”
This is the tune which made him famous, and is used with many different words.

The meter on this hymn is very different — 11 11 11 5, which is quite unfamiliar to
us, and therefore, we seem to fight against the endings of the 11 syllables, and want
to continue on past the 5 syllable line at the end. Once we learn “Splendor and
Honor,

" it could become one of your favorites because of the wonderful words. The hymn is
based on the texts Rev. 4:11, 5:9-10, 6:16, 7:9, 14, 17.

“Thou art worthy, O Lord, to receive glory and honor
and power: for Thou hast created all things, and for
Thy pleasure they are and were created.” (Rev. 4:11)

Stanza 1 almost quotes the passage completely, saying splendor and honor,
majesty and power are the Lord’s for at His bidding, all things were created

......... for Thou wast slain, and hast redeemed us to
God by Thy blood out of every kindred, and tongue, and
people, and nation.” (Rev. 5:9b)

Stanza 2 offers praise to the true Lamb, because He was slain for our re-
demption and we are made God'’s people.

“After this | beheld, and, lo, a great multitude, which no
man could number, of all nations, and kindreds, and
people, and tongues, stood before the throne and before
the Lamb, clothed with white robes, and palms in their
hands.” (Rev. 7:9)

Stanza 2 continues to say that a priestly kingdom made up from all tongues,
and nations were called.

“For the Lamb which is in the midst of the throne shall
feed them, and shall lead them unto living fountains of
waters: and God shall wipe away all tears from their
eyes.” (Rev. 7: 17)

Stanza 3 is a verse of praise to the Almighty on the throne, and to the Savior
who is our Shepherd. This glory will be given now and forever.

LSB has many of our old favorites, but also a great many new hymns, such as
the one above. Read the words of the other three hymns in our hymnal by Daw, and
see if they have as much meaning to you as this one has.
